AFTER WORLD WAR II: 1945-46 — Bundist organizations and
their auxiliaries are re-established in Poland. In 1948 Polish BUND is
forced by Communists to liquidate. Overwhelming majority of Bundists
leave the country.

1947 — First World Conference of Bundist Organizations held in
Brussels, Belgium; World Coordinating Committee of Bund created.
1948 — Second World Conference held in New York. 1955 — Third
World Conference held in Montreal, Canada.

The Bundist organizations in various countries enlarge their activi-
ties; cooperate with the Socialist parties, engage in general Socialist
activities and are active in Jewish life. In accordance with their Socialist
ideology and historic experiences, they express their own attitude toward
Jewish problems, an individual attitude which is often radically different
from that of other Jewish groups.
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fluenced by BUND. National convention of Jewish trade unions elects
national council, led by Bundists. Bundist and P. P. S. leaders agree to
joint federation of Jewish and Polish trade unions, with Jewish divisions
preserving autonomy (merger carried out in later years).

THE TWENTIES: During this decade the BUND’s influence be-
came sironger throughout Poland. After the Polish-Soviet war the move-
ment also became influential in the Eastern Provinces. Party organiza-
tions were enlarged and new auxiliary organizations sprang up: the
children’s organization SKIF, women’s organization YAF, sport organiza-
tion MORGENSHTERN, KULTUR LIGE, BUREAU FOR RIGHT
TO EMPLOYMENT, LABOR EMIGRATION BUREAU, LABOR
CREDIT FEDERATION, consumers’ and producers’ cooperatives,
libraries, clubs, evening.courses, choral groups, drama groups and other
institutions. Bundist Councilmen fought for the demands of Jewish
workers in City Councils, Jewish communal and cther organizations. The
Bundist press grew — daily paper, youth journal, local weeklies and trade
union papers.

1930 — After an interruption of 10 years, BUND rejoins Socialist
International

THE THIRTIES: BUND in Poland consistently and determinedly
led the fight on behalf of workers’ interests. During the years of increas-
ing unemployment, growth of Fascism and anti-Semitism, of continual
violation of the rights of workers and national minorities, BUND as a
Jewish Socialist party waged its fight with increasing energy. It mobilized
all the energies of the Jewish masses for resistance, organized self-defense
groups against Fascistreactionary raids and anti-Jewish excesses and
pogroms. More than ever before cooperation was established with the
Polish Socialist working class. From 1936 onwards BUND proclaimed and
carried out several half-day protest strikes by the entire Jewish population
against the anti-Semitic policies of the Polish Government and reactionary
society, as well as against excesses and pogroms. BUND was always in the
forefront with its dynamism and consistent struggle. During the second
halt of the Thirties BUND was also in first place in number of votes
received in elections. This was most evident during the last elections
for City Councils in 1938-39 when BUND received a far greater number
of votes and elected far more councilmen than all the other :]ewish
parties combined in the large cities, as well as in a number of middle-sized
cities throughout the country.

WORLD WAR II: 1939-40 — In the cities and towns of Nazi-occupied
Poland BUND organizes underground groups and newspapers. In the
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witz Language Conference which proclaimed Yiddish as a national
Jewish language.

1912 — BUND joins election coalition with P.P.S. Left Wing and
elects in Warsaw bloc candidate (Jagello) as Deputy in Russian Duma.

1913 — Revival of movement. Weekly newspaper “Die Zeit” begins
to appear in St. Petersburg. Protest campaign and strike against Mendel
Beilis ritual blood trial in Kiev.

1914 — After outbreak of war inter-party councils of Bund, P.P.S.
Left Wing and Polish Social Democracy created for joint political action
in Poland. Special committee of Bundist organizations in Poland ap-
pointed.

1915 — Participation in International Socialist Conference in Zimmer-
wald. Conference of Bundist organizations in South Russia.

1916 — Participation in International Socialist Conference in Kiental.
National conference of BUND (in Kharkov). Bundist movement built up
under German and Austrian occupation in Poland. In Warsaw appears
weekly “Lebensfragen™, edited by V. Medem, V. Shulman and others.

1917 — Revolution in Russia. Active participation by BUND in
historic events. Participated in revolutionary organs: workers’ and soldiers’
councils, municipal councils, trade unions, etc. Growth of Bundist move-
ment (40,000 members). Eighth convention of BUND (in Petrograd).
German occupational power arrests many Bundist leaders. First con-
ference of Bundist organizations in Poland (in Lublin). Polish BUND is
organized.

1918 — Bolsheviks adopt terroristic methods toward Socialist parties
and BUND in Russia. :

1919 — BUND in Poland flourishes. Jewish workers establish national
federations of their professional and cooperative organizations. National
organization of Bundist youth — Yugent Bund Zukunft — founded.
Establishment of BUND in Latvia and Rumania.

1920 — Merger of BUND in Poland with GALICIAN BUND. Polish
Government persecutes BUND because of its anti-war declarations. Arrests
of many Bundist leaders, prohibition of Bundist press and institutions in
Poland. Split in Russian BUND because of difference in attitude toward
Bolshevik power. o

1921 — Communist faction of BUND in Russia joins Communist
Party; Social Democratic faction of BUND persecuted and suppressed.
In Poland BUND rejects the 21 conditions for e¢ntry into Third Inter-
national (decision to enter had been adopted in 1920). Founding of
Central Organization of Yiddish Secular Schools in Poland — mainly in-
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Kremer. Manifesto of new Party printed in secret printing shop of
BUND. More than 70 Bundist workers arrested in a number of cities.
Secret Bundist printing shop in Bobroisk raided. Foreign Committee of
BUND established.

1899 — Third convention of BUND (in Kovno). Nationalities ques-
tion debated for first time.

1900 — BUND represented for first time at a Congress of Socialist
International (Paris).

1901 — Fourth convention of BUND (in Bialystok) adopts resolution
stating that Jews are a nationality and entitled to national rights.

1902 — Bundist Hirsh Lekert executed by hanging for shooting at
Wilno Governor who had ordered whippings for May Day demonstrators.
Pogrom in Czenstochow. Bundist newspaper “Die Arbeiter Shtimme”
calls for organization of self-defense corps against pogromists.

1908 — BUND withdraws from second convention of Russian S. D.
Labor Party. The S. D. Party splits into Bolsheviks and Mensheviks.
Pogrom in Homel; resistance by self-defense corps organized by BUND.
Central federation of Bundist organizations established in America.

1904 — Mass strikes and demonstrations. From summer of 1903 to
summer of 1904 about 4,500 Bundists arrested. Movement spreads to new
cities and larger groups of workers. Participation of Bundists in uprising
of political exiles in Yakutsk (eastern Siberia).

1905 — Revolution in Russia. In hundreds of places political strikes
and demonstrations by Jewish workers under leadership of BUND. Many
dead and wounded of shootings by police and military. Barricades in
Lodz — first in Russia, set up mainly by Jewish workers. Pogroms in
Zhitomir, Odessa and other cities. Bundist self-defense in fight against
government organizéd pogromists. 9 members of Bundist self-defense in
Tchudnow killed on their way to Zhitomir. BUND issues demand for
Jewish national-cultural autonomy. In Galicia an independent S. D.
organization of Jewish workers (GALICIAN BUND) is founded.

1906 — Legal Bundist press — newspaper, magazines, brochures.
BUND re-enters Russian S. D. Labor Party. Legal trade unions establish-
ed. Political and economic campaigns. .

1907 — Revolutionary waves ebb. Suppressions and arrests. Tsarist
Government closes Bundist legal press. 57 Bund delegates attend conven-
tion of Russian S. D. Labor Party held in London.

1908-11 — Period of weakening of revolutionary movement. Arrests
and emigration. BUND revives its illegal press. Participation in Czerno-

MILESTONES IN THE HISTORY OF THE BUND

PRIOR TO ITS FOUNDING: First sproutings — groups of Jewish
workers in Minsk (1884) and Wilno (1886). Beginning of movement to
establish workers’ defense funds (1888).

First strikes in Wilno (1891). There for the first time a May Day
meeting of Jewish workers took place, agitation for 10-hour work-day.
Many Socialist educational circles (1892). First hand-written Yiddish
Socialist literature. Opposition to starting a mass agitation and utilizing
the Yiddish language. Organized transport of illegal literature from
abroad (1893). Hand-written journal “News from Russia” appears.
Brochure “On Agitation” by A. Kremer and “Letters to Agitators” by
Sh. Gozshanski. Wilno Social Democratic leaders formulate demand for
civic equality for Russian Jewry (1894).

Establishment of workers’ defense funds and strikes by Jewish workers
in Warsaw. At meeting of Wilno leaders, May 1, L. Martov shows need
for independent Jewish labor organization. 3,000 Jewish weavers partici-
pate in general textile strike in Bialystok. First conference of Minsk and
Wilno Jewish Social Democrats held in Minsk cn Socialist activity in a
number of cities. Establishment of “Jargon Committees” in Wilno,
Minsk, Bialystok for purpose of spreading Yiddish secular literature
(1895).

First mass arrests of Jewish Social Democratic workers in several
cities. Jewish Socialist organization established in Warsaw. “Arbeiter
Bletl”, published on hectograph, appears in Minsk. Russian Jewish work-
ers for first time represented at a Congress of Socialist International
(London), mandates received from Jewish labor organizations in Wilno,
Warsaw, Minsk, Smorgon. First issue of journal “Der Yiddisher Arbeiter”
published abroad (1896).

First secret printing shop founded. First printed illegal newspaper,
“Die Arbeiter Shtimme”, appears (1897).

THE GENERAL JEWISH LABOR BUND: 1897 — October 7, 8, 9,
secret founding convention of BUND in Wilno, 13 delegates from 5
cities. Central Committee chosen — A. Kremer, V. Kosowski, A. Mutnik.

1898 — First convention of Russian Social Democratic Labor Party
(in Minsk). BUND active in organization of convention; 2 out of 7 dele-
gates Bundists. In Central Committee of 3, BUND represented by A.

In commemoration of the sixtieth anniversary of the Jewish Labor
Bund, the World Coordinating Committee of Bundist Organizations
decided to issue a photographic album of the history of the movement.

We faced two difficulties: many important events had not been
photographed or the pictures had been lost in the course of the tragic
cvents of the past two gencrations. On the other hand, we could not
include many pictures of persons and events which are in our possession
in the Bund Archives because of lack of space.

We tried to give a representative picture ol events, activities and
persons who played a part in the Jewish labor movement.

In issuing the album, we are fulfilling a responsibility not only to
those whose names and photographs are to be found in the book but to
all without exception who with théir idealism, devotion, self-sacrifice
and lives served the Jewish Socialist movement, the aims and aspirations
of the Bund. Behind the pictures of the individual comrades and groups,
institutions and periodicals, gatherings and events stand the unnumbered
masses of awakened Jewish working people who were the Bund. This
book is a monument for them too, even in their anonymity.
